Lord Parameshwara incarnated as Jagadguru Sri Adi Shankaracharya at Kalady in
Kerala, for protecting Sanatana Dharma and expounding Advaita Vedanta to the masses.
He walked the length and breadth of India dispelling all misinterpretations to the Vedas
and Shastras, and establishing the non-dualistic philosophy of the Upanishads. Sri Adi
Shankaracharya’s works including His unparalleled commentaries to the Prasthanatraya
(Upanishads, Brahma Sutras, and the Bhagavad Gita), Prakarana Granthas and Devata
Stotras are eternal treasures for all of humanity.
